LT: Use thoughtful framing and composition in your photographs.

SC: Your photos are uncluttered (every element in the frame contributes to the photo). Your photos have a strong focal point.
Two terms you should know:

Framing is deciding what goes in the frame, what is shown and what is not shown. Everything in the frame should contribute to the photo. Anything that doesn’t contribute shouldn’t be there.

Composition is deciding where to put things in the frame. Where is the focal point? How does the viewer’s eye travel through the photograph?
