Focus Control
This project will teach you to control depth of focus in your camera. 

Learning Target:
Control depth of focus in your camera.
Success Criteria:
1) Keep your focal point in sharp focus.



2) Control the depth of focus.



2) Keep your background out of focus.
To keep your subject/focal point in focus:

· Use a shutter speed of 1/60 or faster. (Or use a tripod.)
· Make sure the focus is on your subject or focal point. (The class cameras have a rectangle that turns green to show where/if the lens is focused. Your camera may have a different signal.) 
To decrease depth of focus and increase background blur:

· Use a wide-open aperture, like 2.8 or lower.
· Shoot with the subject close to the lens. (Use macro mode for close focus.)
· Increase the distance between the subject and background.

Success Criteria:
1) Keep your focal point in sharp focus.




2) Control the depth of focus.




2) Keep your background out of focus.

Use the macro setting on your camera. Try focusing on different points on your subject.  For example, you might try focusing on the car’s near headlight, then on the windshield, then on the steering wheel.

Spend one class period on each subject. Check your images on a larger screen and reshoot to make improvements.
