Teacher Makeover
Learning Target: Edit and manipulate photos in Pixlr or Photoshop.

Success Criteria: Distort an image, clone parts of an image, and swap parts of an image by using distortion, drawing, clone stamp, and selection tools with copy and paste and layers. 

Start with a great photo of a teacher (or one of your non-teacher friends) and use Pixlr (or Photoshop) to make it better. You could turn Mr. Miller into an alien, or you could give Mrs. Russell and Mr. Banagis matching beards.

Spend a few days just exploring and trying out the following tools before you create your final masterpieces.
Day 1: Distortion tools (bloat, pinch, smudge) and drawing tools
Day 2: Clone stamp and layers
Day 3: Selection tools and copy/paste.
Day 4: Try swapping heads and erasing through a layer

Then take a few days to create the following three photos and turn them in:
Photo 1 – Distortion – Use the distortion tools to create a modified portrait.

Photo 2 – Clone Stamp – Use the clone stamp tool to create a modified portrait.

Photo 3 – Parts Swap – Use the selection tools to swap parts from different photos into one final photo.
