Suffix Spelling Rules     LA 8
1. Doubling rule:

If the root word ends in a single vowel followed by a single consonant (cvc), and the suffix begins with a vowel, double the final consonant of the root word.

(If root ends in cvc, and the suffix starts with a vowel, double the last letter.)

Example: 
stop + ing = stopping




sleep + ing = sleeping

2. Silent e rule:

If a root word ends in a silent e,


drop the e if the suffix starts with a vowel


keep the e if the suffix starts with a consonant.

Example: 
love + ing = loving



love + ly = lovely

3. Final y rule:

If a root word ends in a consonant and y, change the y to i before all suffixes (except suffixes starting with i).

If a root word ends in a vowel and y, don’t change the y to i.

Example:
play + ful = playful
happy + ly = happily
