Some MLA Citation Info from the OWL


According to MLA style, you must have a Works Cited page at the end of your research paper. All entries in the Works Cited page must correspond to the works cited in your main text.

Basic Rules

· Begin your Works Cited page on a separate page at the end of your research paper. It should have the same one-inch margins and last name, page number header as the rest of your paper.

· Label the page Works Cited (do not italicize the words Works Cited or put them in quotation marks) and center the words Works Cited at the top of the page.

· Double space all citations, but do not skip spaces between entries.

· Indent the second and subsequent lines of citations by 0.5 inches to create a hanging indent.

Capitalization and Punctuation

· Capitalize each word in the titles of articles, books, etc, but do not capitalize articles (the, an), prepositions, or conjunctions unless one is the first word of the title or subtitle: Gone with the Wind, The Art of War, There Is Nothing Left to Lose.

· Use italics (instead of underlining) for titles of larger works (books, magazines) and quotation marks for titles of shorter works (poems, articles)

Listing Author Names

Entries are listed alphabetically by the author's last name (or, for entire edited collections, editor names). Author names are written last name first; middle names or middle initials follow the first name:

Burke, Kenneth

Levy, David M.

Wallace, David Foster

Do not list titles (Dr., Sir, Saint, etc.) or degrees (PhD, MA, DDS, etc.) with names. A book listing an author named "John Bigbrain, PhD" appears simply as "Bigbrain, John"; do, however, include suffixes like "Jr." or "II." Putting it all together, a work by Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. would be cited as "King, Martin Luther, Jr." Here the suffix following the first or middle name and a comma.

Missing Information
Simply omit missing pieces of information unless otherwise noted.
How to list a page on a web site:


Author’s Last Name, First Name. “Title of Page.” Publisher or n.p. if unknown. Web. Date of 
viewing.

How to cite a YouTube video:
Author’s Last Name, First Name. “Title of Image or Video.” Online video clip. Name of Website. 
Name of Website’s Publisher, date of posting. Web. Date retrieved.

How to cite a book:
Author’s Lastname, Firstname. Title of Book. City of Publication: Publisher, Year of Publication.

How to cite an article in a magazine:

Author’s Last Name, First Name. "Title of Article." Title of Periodical Day Month Year: pages. 
Print.
How to cite a personal interview:

Subject’s Last Name, First Name. Personal interview. Date of interview.
How to cite a painting, sculpture, or photograph:

Artist’s Last Name, First Name. Title. Date of composition. Medium. Location of art.
