Your Mystery Research Project Topic  (rev. 2-20)
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Choose a mystery that you care about, and use research to discover the truth behind the mystery. Develop questions to explore and answer. Present the facts you uncover and your theories about them to the class. Support your theories with evidence from your research.

You may explore any mystery you choose. Just make sure that you have good sources, like experts to interview, and enough information available before you make your final choice.

Choose a narrow topic.  For example, “ghosts” is too broad of a topic.  “Ghosts that Mr. Duyck has seen” is better.  “Did Mr. Duyck really see a ghost in his dad’s bard in 1986?” is best because it’s a clear, narrow topic.
