1. Take a photograph.

2. Transfer the photo file to your Google Drive Photography 7 folder. (The one with your name on it.)
· Smartphone – Open the photo and transfer it to your Google Drive Photography 7 folder.
· Digital camera – Use your memory card with a Chromebook to transfer the photo to your Google Drive Photography 7 folder.
3. Open the photo file in Pixlr Editor on a Chromebook or computer.
Set the cropping tool to 5” x 7” (or 7” x 5”) and make the crop.

4. Save your photo file to your Google Drive Photography 7 folder.
· The file must be in .jpg format.
· You must name the file like this:

LastName FirstName ProjectName - DescriptiveTitle

5. Transfer your photo file to the shared “Photography 7 – Class Folder” on Google Drive.

· Get the link to the shared Photography 7 – Class Folder from me in class.
