Framing is deciding what goes in the frame – what is shown and what is not shown. Everything in the frame should contribute to the photo. Anything that doesn’t contribute shouldn’t be there. (Note: When photographers use something in the picture as a frame around the subject, like tree branches around someone’s face, that is also called framing.)

Composition is deciding where to put things in the frame. Is your subject centered? Or does it fit the rule of thirds? Is there a focal point? How does the viewer’s eye travel through the photograph?
